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PREFACE

Shenzhen education reform and development has been directed towards increased internationalization.
Parents have become well aware of the benefits of advanced Western educational principles and curriculum and
of the importance of cultivating international academic and job skills. However, due to the lack of relevant
background and preparation, quite a lot of students meet with great challenges while abroad for further studies.
Adapting to life overseas, academic pressures and radically different ways of thinking create significant
difficulties for Chinese students.

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Brief introduction

Specifically designed for the features and needs of Chinese students, the International Course provides an international
curriculum side-by-side with the compulsory national high school curriculum, which allows the students to enjoy the intact
Chinese campus life in the 3-year high school. The Course not only serves as a bridge to overseas higher education, but also
increases their chances for successful entrance to foreign universities.

The Course’s international curriculum features interdisciplinary and comprehensive teaching and learning, combining
Cireat Books teaching methods, the international standardized English tests such as SAT, ACT and TOEFL, and career planning
and international exchange programs.

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Design of the curriculum

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General Introduction of Great Books Study

Harvard, Stanford, St. John's and Columbia. Therefore this course is the perfect stepping stone to progressing
